When we go for Hajj or ‘Umrah, we should carry a mushaf (copy of the Holy Qur’an) with us all
the time: at the airport, while waiting to board a bus, travelling, and so on. We should try to
complete the recitation of the Holy Qur’an at least once while on Hajj. If we get tired sitting, we
should stand up to recite. And what joy it is to recite the Holy Qur’an in front of the Ka‘ba in a
standing position.

What an honour it is for those who have memorized forty or more Ahadith to recite them in the
IHaramyn Sharifayn (the two noble sanctuaries).

[ pray for the forgiveness of my parents, especially my grandmother A‘isha for teaching me love
for Allah 8§, love for the Prophet 25, and love for the Haramayn Sharifayn. She told me that we
should try to sweep the floors of the Haramayn with our eyelashes! MaashaaAllah!

We have included in this book the Hadith narrated by Hadrat Jabir bin ‘Abdullah # as reported
in Sahih Muslim which explains how the Prophet 3 performed the Hajj. Hajj is still performed
today the same way, all the manasik (ceremonies) in the same sequence.

In this book, we have only included the basic du‘as which are easy to memorize. Those who are
interested in longer du‘as can consult other books of teachers in the Ahl as-Sunnah. We should
prepare for Hajj and ‘Umrah well before-hand. We should learn the shurut (conditions), faraid
(the obligatory), the waajibaat (required), sunan (of Prophetic tradition), and the mustahabbaat
(recommended) aspects of each of the manasik (ceremonies) of Hayjj.

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Hazrat Abdullah bin Umar #% relates that the Holy Prophet 3 said: “Islam’s foundation
is bascd on these five: bearing witness that none is worthy of worship except Allah 3% and that
Muhammad 2 s the Messenger of Allah %, establishing prayer, paying the poor due (zakah),

going on pilgrimage to the House of Allah 3 (in Makkah), and fasting in the month of’
Ramadhan”.

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Hazrat Abu Hurairah -4 said that the Holy Prophet 3 was asked, “Which action is best

of all?” He replied, “To believe in Allah % and His Messenger 35”, He was further asked, “And

what next?”. He replied, “Jihad (fighting) in the cause of Allah 38”. He was asked again, “And

which after that?” He answered, “An accepted pilgrimage” (that is, a pilgrimage free from vices
and defects)

Messenger of Allah &, we (the women folk) consider that Jihad (fighting) in the cause of Allah

in the cause of Allah # for you is an accepted pilgrimage” (that is, a pilgrimage free from vices
and dcfects)

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HOW THE PROPHET 2% PERFORMED THE HAJJ
AS NARRATED IN SAHIH MUSLIM

In 10 A.H. the Holy Prophet # set out on pilgrimage to Makkah and waited at Arafat where
nearly 124,000 person were present from various parts of Arabia representing various tribes and
clans. The whole atmosphere was surcharged with divine glory and the Prophet 3 saw the full
{riumph of his mission from all sides. The verse then came down: To-day I have perfected your
religion for you and completed My favors on you — [5:3]. The Prophet 25 thus set the seal of
perfection to Islam and delivered the ever memorable sermon in the field of Arabia which is a
standing monument of Prophet #%’s mission of prophethood for the guidance of mankind and its
due accomplishment.

Hazrat Jabir bin Abdullah =% reported: The Messenger of Allah 3 stayed at Madina for nine
years without making pilgrimage. Then in the tenth year it was proclaimed among men that the
Messenger of Allah 3% intended pilgrimage. Thereafter many people assembled at Madina and
we came out with him till we came to Zul-Halifah. There Asma’a daughter of Umais gave birth
to Muhammad, son of Abu Bakr. She sent (news) to the Prophet #5: What shall I do! He said:
Take bath and bandage private parts with a cloth and make Thram.

The Prophet 35 then prayed in the mosque and next he rode on Qaswa’ (She-camel) till when it
took him up to Baida’a, he uttered Talbiyah with Tawhid and with ‘O Allah! Labbayk Labbayk;
Thou hast no partner. Labbayk® all praise and grace for Thee and the dominion. Thou hast no
partner.

Hazrat Jabir #% said: We did not intend but pilgrimage. We did not know Umrah, but when we
came to the House with him, he touched the corner and made seven rounds, three rounds by mild
running, and four by walking. Then he proceeded to the place of Abraham and recited: Take the
place of Abraham as a praying place and keep the place between him and the House.

In a narration: He recited in the two rak’ats: Say, He is Allah and say, O you unbelicvers!
Afterwards he returned to the corner and then touched it.

He then came out by the door Safa. When he came near Safa, he recited: Safa and Marwah are
of the signs of Allah. He said: I began with what Allah began. He began with Safa and ascended
thereon till he saw the House. Then he turned his face towards the Ka‘ba, declared the Unity of
Allah, glorified Him and said: There is no god but Allah, He is One, there’s no partner for
Him, the dominion is His, and all praise is His and He is powerful over all things. There is
no god but Allah, the Single. He fulfilled His promise and helped His servant and routed
the Allies.

Then he made supplication in the midst of that, uttering similar words thrice. Then he got down
and walked to Marwabh, till when his feet touched the bottom of the valley he ran, and when he
ascended, he walked till he came to Marwah. He did on Marwah just as he had done on Safa, till
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when the last of his rounds was on Marwah, he proclaimed while he was on Marwah and the
people were behind him.

He said: Had I known my affairs before as I came to know them after, I would not have brought
sacrificial animals, but made it an Umrah. If there is any of you with whom there is no sacrificial
animal, he may take off Ihram and treat it as an Umrah. Suraqah bin Malik #% got up and asked:
O Messenger of Allah! Is this for this year of ours or forever? The Prophet intertwined his
fingers and said: Umrah has entered unto Hajj; no, rather forever.

Hazrat Ali 4% came from Yemen with the camels of the Prophet % and said: What did you utter
when you made pilgrimage compulsory? He said: O Allah, 1 make lhram just as Thy Prophet
made. He said: There is sacrificial animal with me. So don’t put off the Ihram. (Hazrat Jabir %
said): The total of sacrificial animals which Hazrat Ali 4% brought from Yemen and which the
Prophet 3 brought with him was one hundred.

Then all the people removed the Ihram and clipped their hairs except the Prophet 35 and those
with whom there were sacrificial animals. When there came the 8" day of Zil-Haj, they turned
towards Mina and made lhram for pilgrimage. The Prophet 3% rode on. He prayed there Zuhr,
Asr, Magrib, Isha and Fajr. Then he stayed for a while till the sun rose high. He then ordered for
a tent of fur to be pitched at Namirah. The Prophet 3 then made journey while the Quraysh did
not doubt that he would stay at Masharul Haram as the Quraysh in the Days of ignorance used to
do. Then the Messenger of Allah 35 went on till he came to Arafat. He found a tent pitched up
for him at Namirah. He got down therein, till when the sun inclined towards the west, he ordered
for his she-camel Qaswa which conveyed him.

Then he came to the foot of the valley and addressed the people and said:

“Verily your lives and your properties are sacred to you like the sacredness of this
day of yours in this month of yours and in this city of yours.

Behold! Everything of the days of Ignorance has been destroyed under my feet and the
blood claims of the Days of Ignorance have been remitted. The first murder of the murders
of ours which I remit is the murder of Ibn-Rabiyah, son of Hares, who was nursed among
Banu Sa’ad, killed by Huzail.

And verily all usury of the days of Ignorance is forbidden, and the first usury of our
usuries that was forbidden was the usury of Abbas, son of Abdul Muttaleb, and that is
entirely forbidden. Fear Allah about women, because you have taken them with the trust of
Allah and made their private parts lawful with the word of Allah. You have got right over
them that they shall not entertain anybody on your bed. If they do that, scourge them
without being oppressive. And they have got rights over you that you shall clothe them and
feed them in a just manner.

And I have left among you a thing which if you adhere to, you will never be misguided after

me, the Book of Allah. You will be asked about me. So what will you say? They said: We
shall testify that you have certainly communicated and fulfilled the message, and given

\V



admonition. Then he said with his forefinger raised up towards heaven and pointing it
towards men: O Allah, be witness [thrice].

Afterwards Hazrat Bilal #% proclaimed Azan; then he read Aqamat and prayed the Zuhr prayer.
Then he read Aqamat and prayed Asr without praying anything between them. Then he rode on
till he came to the halting place (Arafat). He turned the back of his camel Qaswa towards the
rocks and kept Habul Mushat in his front and faced the Qiblah. He continued to stay till the sun
sel in or reddish colour went a little, till the disc of the sun disappeared.

He took Hazrat Usamah =% back on his riding animal and marched on till he came to
Muzdalafah. He prayed Maghrib and Isha prayers there with one Azan and two Aqamats without
any Tasbih between these two. Then he slept there till there was dawn. He prayed Fajr when it
was early dawn with one Azan and one Aqamat.

Then he rode on Qaswa till he reached Masharul Haram. He then turned towards the Qiblah,
invoked Him, glorified Him, recited Tahlil and declared His unity. He continued to stay (there)
till it was very clear.

Then he began to march before the sun rosc and took Hazrat Fazl bin Abbas 4% behind, till he
came to the valley of Mohasser. He halted a little and then treaded the middle way which comes
out over the greater Jamrah, till he came to a Jamrah that near the tree. He threw seven small
pebbles like the pebbles of Khazf uttering takbir at each throwing. He threw from the foot of the
valley and then he departed to the place of sacrifice.

He sacrificed with his own hands 63 camels and gave (the rest) to Hazrat Ali -4 who sacrificed
what remained. He made him (Hazrat Ali %) a partner in his animals. Then he ordered for some

meat of every camel. It was then put in a keltle and then cooked. They both partook of its meat
and drank some of its broth.

The Prophet 2 afterwards rode, hastened towards the House, prayed Zuhr at Mecca and came to
Banu Abdul Muttalib who were in charge of Zam Zam well. He said: Take water from the
children of Abdul Muttalib. But for the people who might overcome your right in your giving
drink, I would have drawn water with you. They then gave him a bucket of water and he drank
there-from.
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The last sermon of our Beloved Holy Prophet %

.dn &
Our Beloved Prophet Muhammad delivered his world famous, historical last sermon on the
ninth day of Dhu’l Hijjah 10 A.H. in the ‘Uranah Valley of Mount Arafat. As we know, each of

the teachings of our Beloved Holy Prophet %ls so useful that it sinks in our heart directly.
This is what he said:

O people, lend me an attentive ear, for I know not whether, after this year, I shall ever be
amongst you again. Therefore listen to what I am saying to you very carefully and take these
words to those who could not be present here today.

O people, just as you regard this month, this day, this city as sacred, so regard the life and
property of every Muslim as a sacred trust. Return the goods entrusted to you to their rightful
owners. Hurt no one so that no one may hurt you. Remember that you will indeed meet your
Lord, and that He will indeed reckon your deeds. Allah has forbidden you to take usury
(interest), therefore all interest obligations shall henceforth be waived.

Beware of Satan for the safety of your religion. He has lost all hope that he will ever be able to
lead you astray in big things. So beware of following him in small things.

O people, it is true that you have certain rights with regard to your women, but they also have
rights over you. If they abide by your right, then to them belong the right to be fed and clothed in
kindness. Do treat your women well and be kind to them for they are your partners and
committed helpers. And it is your right that they do not make friends with anyone whom you do
not approve, as well as never to commit adultery.

O people, listen to me in earnest, worship Allah, say your five daily prayers (salat), fast during
the month of Ramadhan, and give your wealth in Zakat, perform the Hajj if you can. You know
that every Muslim is the brother of another Muslim. You are all equal. Nobody has superiority
over others except by piety and good action.

Remember, one day you will appear before Allah and answer for your deeds. So beware, do not
stray from the path of righteousness after I am gone.

O people, no Prophet or apostle will come after me and no new faith will be born. Reason well,
therefore, O people, and understand my words which I convey to you. I leave behind me two
things, The Qur’an and my example (Sunnah) and if you follow these you will never go astray.

All those who listen to me shall pass my words to others and those to others again. And may the

last ones understand my words better than those who listen to me directly. Be my witness, O
Allah, that I have conveyed Your message to Your people.
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CHAPTER NINE

HAJJ (PILGRIMAGE TO MAKKAH)

Hajj, the annual Muslim Pilgrimage to Makkabh, is the fifth pillar of Islam.

Prophet Muhammad taught us how to perform Hajj. He taught us all about Islam.

Hajj is Fard (obligatory) once in a life-time for those who can afford to go for Hajj.

First. let us look at some of the teachings of Hajj.

Hajj teaches us that everybody in Islam is equal. While on Hajj, all men wear the same Ihram
clothes. Ihram clothing consists only of two unsewn picces of white clothing.

In Ihram clothing. everyone becomes humble. Everyone also becomes humble sleeping on the
floor in tents in Mina and Arafat.

Hajj also teaches us to wear deccnt clothing. Women are privileged not to be in Ihram clothing
but they have to be modestly dressed, and cover themselves properly.

We learn that all Muslims are brothers and sisters.

When we go for Hajj, we learn that Islam has spread all over the world as we see people of
different nations. Every year, more than a million people go for Hajj.

Even non-Muslims marvel at the Hajj Pilgrimage.

Hajj brings us closer to Allah .

Hajj teaches us the love of Allah and the Holy Prophet Muhammad .

While on Hajj, we are worshipping Allah all the time and our hearts are becoming clean.
While on Hajj, we are praying to Allah all the time hoping that Allah will answer our

prayers.

While on Hajj, we recite the Holy Qur’an as much as we can. This fills us with joy and

happiness.

Hajj teaches us the history of Islam. For instance, we learn about the history of Prophet Ibrahim
(peace be upon him), and Prophet Ismail (peace be upon him). They built the Ka‘ba in Makkah
to worship Allah .

We also learn about the history of Prophet Muhammad . We visit many historical places
around Makkah and Madina and learn about the history of Islam.

Many books and religious poems have been written about Hajj and about Makkah and Madina.
Hajj teaches us about patience and sacrifice as it reminds us of the patience and sacrifices of the
Holy Prophet , and of his Family and Companions (may Allah be pleased with them).

By looking at the history of Sayyidina Ibrahim (Alayhissalam) and his wife, Sayidatina Hajra
(Alayhassalam), we learn about patience and sacrifice.

Hajj teaches us to give to the poor by sacrificing a lamb or a goat while on Hajj.

Hajj also teaches us to be pure and clean all the time.

Hajj teaches us to form the habit of praying five times a day.

Hajj teaches us to disobey Shaitan, meaning to reject Shaitan’s evil ways and to stand against
him.

On the day of Hajj in Arafat, more people are forgiven than on any other day. This shows that
Allah is Most Merciful.

Hajj is Jihad for women according to a Saying of Prophet Muhammad .

Hajj teaches us to be kind, gentle, truthful, helpful, and to live a life free of sins. We should not
quarrel, especially while we are on Hajj.

We learn to share our food with others.

The water of Zam Zam in Makkah is a special gift from Allah to Muslims till the Day of

Judgement.

Now we come to an explanation of how Hajj is performed.
Before you go for Hajj, you must be sure that if someone has been hurt by you, he must forgive
you. You must also leave enough money for your family if they are not accompanying you for
Hajj. You must repay your debts if you have any.
Hajj is the big Pilgrimage and ‘Umrah is the small Pilgrimage.
Hajj comes at a certain time of the year, in Dhul Hijjah, the twelfth month in the Islamic
calendar, but ‘Umrah can be done at any time of the year.
If you get the invitation from Allah to go for Hajj, you should say, “Labbaik Allahumma
Labbaik” which means, “I’m here, O Allah, here I am”. This is called the Talbiya.
When you perform Hajj, you can perform ‘Umrah as well.
To perform ‘Umrah, you:
1. Make the niyyah (intention) after doing ghusl (bath).
2. Be in a state of IThram.
3. Enter the Grand Masjid in Makkah through Bab-us-Salam (the door of peace).
4. Perform tawaf of the Ka‘ba by going around it seven times. You should try to kiss the
Hajar al-Aswad (the Black Stone) in the Ka‘ba but if you cannot do that because of the
rush, you should blow it a kiss.
5. Pray the two rak‘ah Sunnah Prayer at Maqam Ibrahim.
6. Drink the water of Zam Zam.
7. Run between the hills of Safa and Marwa seven times because Sayyidatina Hajra
(Alayhassalam) did that while searching for water for her baby Ismail (Alayhissalam).

8. Finally have a hair-cut or shave your hair. Women only need to clip a little bit of their
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hair. Once you have done all this, you have completed your ‘Umrah. Now you can
remove the Thram clothing and put on your normal clothes.

This is a step by step procedure of performing Hajj.

1. Make the niyyah for Hajj after doing ghusl.

2. Men must wear lhram clothing but women can wear their own dresses, covering
themselves properly.

3. Say the talbiya which is:

Labbaik Allahumma Labbaik

Labbaik laa sharika Laka Labbaik

Innal Hamda wan-Ni‘mata Laka wal Mulk

Laa sharika Lak

Here I am at Your service O Allah! Here I am at Your service!

Here I am at Your service. You are without partner. Here I am at Your service.

Indeed all Praise, Grace and Kingdom is for You.

You are without partner.

4. On the 8th of Dhul Hijja, do the tawaf of the Ka‘ba in Makkah.

5. Then, go to Mina which is five miles away from Makkah and pray Zuhr, Asr,
Maghrib, and ‘Isha’ prayers there and on the ninth of Dhul Hijjah, pray the Fajr prayer
in Mina.

6. After Fajr on the ninth, go to the Plain of Arafat.

7. Pray Zuhr and then pray ‘Asr right after in Arafat. On that day, we are forgiven by

Allah.
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8. You have to be at the Plain of Arafat anytime between Zuhr and Maghrib on the ninth
of the month of Dhul Hijja. This is Fard (compulsory). The Khutba (sermon) of Hajj
takes place on the ninth at Arafat, usually after Zuhr.

9. Make du‘a as much as you can before the sun sets. Recite the Kalima Shahadah and
Surah Ikhlas as much as you can at Arafat.

The Kalima Shahadah we recite is:

None is to be worshipped but Allah. He is One, without any partner

10. After the sun sets at Arafat on the ninth, leave for Muzdalifa.

11. Combine the Maghrib and ‘Isha’ prayers at the time of ‘Isha’ at Muzdalifa.

12. At Muzdalifa, collect forty-nine pebbles or more to throw at the pillars in Mina.
These pillars symbolize shaitan.

13. On the morning of the tenth, pray the Fajr prayer at Muzdalifa, then leave for Mina

after sunrise.
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14. The tenth of the month of Dhul Hijja is the day of Eid. Now you stop reciting the
Talbiya and recite the Takbeeraat of Eid instead.

15. On the tenth, throw seven pebbles at the big pillar in Mina after Zuhr. The big pillar
represents the big shaitan in Mina.
16. In Mina, each person has to sacrifice one lamb or goat. This is called Udhiya. This
can be done on the tenth, eleventh or twelfth of the month of Dhul Hijjah.
17. After you have sacrificed an animal, have a hair-cut or shave your hair. Women have
only to clip a little of their hair. Now the restrictions of the Ihram come to an end. You
come out of Thram clothing and put on your usual clothes.
18. Go back to Makkah and perform Tawaf. This Tawaf is Fard (compulsory). Pray the 2

rak‘ah Sunnah Prayer at Magam Ibrahim. Drink the water of zam zam. Then run between

Safa and Marwa seven times. Then come back to Mina.
19. On the eleventh, after Zuhr prayers, you throw seven pebbles at each of the three
pillars in Mina.
20. On the twelfth again, after Zuhr prayers, you throw seven pebbles at each pillar.
21. Once that is done, you can return to Makkah.
22. Before you leave Makkah, you have to make Tawaf-ul-Wada (the farewell Tawaf).
This completes your Hajj.
All the rules about how to perform Hajj and how to perform all the five Pillars of Islam have
been taught to us by the Imams of madh-hab who are: Imam Abu Hanifa, Imam Shafi‘i, Imam
Malik, and Imam Ahmad ibn Hanbal (Rahmatullahi alaihim, may Allah have mercy on
them).
When we go for Hajj, we are advised to go to Madina and stay there for at least eight days and
pray forty Salah in Masjid Nabawi and say salaat and salaams to the Holy Prophet Muhammad

at his Rawda.

This is one of the many ways of reciting salaat and salaams at the Rawda:
